The cost for the Canadian Mission Effort will be $880 + any extra spending
money (will vary for each person). This amount covers ALL expenses.

We can take no more than 15 teens on this trip.

This is always the most difficult task. It is hard for us to have to tell anyone
that they will not be able to participate on a mission trip. But, because of travel
and other reasons we have to limit our numbers. There are a few requirements
that must be met before even being eligible for this mission effort:

1. You must be an 8"-12" grade teen (based on the school year
previous to the mission effort).
2. All teens wishing to take part in this mission effort must have taken
part in a Mission Effort prior to going on a Summer Mission Effort.
a. This requirement can be fulfilled through the Spring Break
Mission Effort and can be fulfilled in the same calendar year.
3. All teens wishing to take part in these mission efforts must
participate in at least two Service Projects and participate in some
community outreach throughout the school year prior to the Mission
Effort itself.
a. Outside Service and Evangelistic efforts can take the place of
this requirement upon approval by Jeremy and Phil.

After everyone has decided to be committed to this effort, they will need to
fill out their application and set up an interview with Jeremy & Phil before
NOVEMBER 12 (TEST DAY). At the interview, each candidate will also have to e
be willing to sign a Commitment/Expectation Form for the trip. If they are not
willing to abide by the stated expectations and commitments, then their e
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candidacy will be excluded from the others. Each person will also need to study

for a test that will be administered for this trip on Sunday, November 12 during

second service . All those who pass the test with a B (80%) or higher and show

true commitment (through the interview, signed Commitment/Expectation Form,
participation in Service Projects and Evangelistic efforts, present at meetings, e
involved in preparations, etc.) will be given the opportunity to participate. If we

are still exceeding our limit, we will go by class seniority.

We will begin our trip by spending a great deal of time door knocking and e
handing out flyers for the VBS and for the Enrichment Seminar that we will be e
doing. During the week we will put on a special type of VBS in Kentville and one
in Mill Village. There will be some service work, but our main focus will be @
relationships, spiritual encouragement and evangelism. e

Each person will be responsible for raising his or her own funds for this e
mission effort. If a teen is not able to raise all their funds we will help, but the
teen has to make an effort. Our congregation is known for its support of our e
youth mission efforts.

You can sign up on the Youth Board or Youth Web Site if you plan to go.
Next, you will need to fill out your application and set up an interview time
with Jeremy & Phil before November 12 . If you fail to do this before the test
you will be taken off the list. THIS WILL BE YOUR RESPONSIBILITY ! You will
then need to put down a $50 deposit ($50 is non-refundable ) and take your test
by Sunday, November 12 (If you are unable to take the test by this dateyo u
must schedule a time to take it BEFORE __ the scheduled date) !
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
