����A Note to the Teacher

Chapter 11 

� This is an idea that you can use to teach Hebrews 11.  You 

will need to obtain a copy of the movie “Indiana Jones and 
the Last Crusade”.  Start of Life Group by reading Hebrews 11 
and then say, “Faith is more than just a belief, it's stepping out in 
action.  What you are about to see is an excellent example of what faith 
is all about.  Faith is not just believing in something, it means taking 
action on what you believe.” 

 
� Now Play the video segment (Cue the video to begin at the part where 

Indiana Jones is about to make his step of faith across the chasm to get to the 
chamber of the Holy Grail.  Stop the clip when he successfully crosses the chasm.) 

 
� After the video segment, designate a line down the center of 
the room. Designate one side of the room the 'Agree" side and 
the other the "Disagree" side. Read the following statements 



and have your group members move to the side of the line 
that represents their opinion. Have some members of each group 
discuss their opinions. 

  

• Agree/Disagree: Seeing is believing.  

• Agree/Disagree: How you live your life reveals what you believe.  

• Agree/Disagree: True faith is a blind leap into the unknown. 
 

� Discuss the following questions: 
1. When have you had to step out in faith? 
2. Why is it tough to step out in faith? 
3. What are some things that keep us from acting on our faith? 
4. What are some situations in your life right now in which God is asking you to "live 

by faith, not by sight" (2 Corinthians 5:7)? 
  
� Suggested Scriptures for further study: Mark 9:17-24; Luke 1:26-38,45-

56; Romans 4:18-21; 2 Corinthians 5:7; Philippians 4:13; 2 Timothy 1:1 2; James 
2:14-26 

 
� Read through the rest of Hebrews together
